Witham – March 13, 2007 – In January 2006 Tyco International Ltd. announced its plan to separate the company’s current portfolio of diverse businesses into three separate, publicly traded companies – Tyco Electronics, the world’s largest passive electronic components manufacturer; Tyco Healthcare, one of the world’s leading diversified healthcare companies, and the combination of Tyco Fire & Security and Engineered Products & Services (TFS/TEPS), a global business with leading positions in residential and commercial security, fire protection and industrial products and services. 

Tyco Electronics is keeping its name, however due to the split it will have a new logo and a completely new corporate identity including a new branding. The Energy Division will still be part of Tyco Electronics. Within the Energy Division of Tyco Electronics, the brands Dorman Smith, Crompton Instruments and Bowthorpe EMP form the Electrical Equipment Business Unit.

The separation of Tyco International’s different businesses is planned to be completed by the end of April 2007 and will be accomplished through tax-free stock dividends to Tyco shareholders, after which they will own 100% of the equity in three publicly traded 
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companies. Each company will have its own independent Board of Directors and strong corporate governance standards.
